The food you donated was supplied to 1196 adults and 890 children, 

a total of 2086 people. This is up from 1249 people in the previous 

year. The startling figure to note is the increase in the number of 

children fed, rising from 440 to 890. The graph below shows the 

continual increase in the number of children fed since Larne 

Foodbank began. This just shouldn’t be and we want to change it.
